Dear Parishioners, 

 

If you have ever turned your television on and found a 

nun praying the rosary or the Pope celebrating Mass, that 

Catholic programming channel is called EWTN. Not only 

does EWTN have a television network but they also 

broadcast on the radio. In our area the show is available 

only on their app or Sirius XM. For the past year, I have 

appeared regularly, and now weekly, on their Morning 

Show as their priest co-host on Tuesdays. What this really 

means is that I have to wake up ungodly early for the 6am 

central time radio show, and begin show prep around 

5:40am with the other hosts. 

 

While I have appeared on EWTN television before in 

minor interviews, this Monday I will be in Alabama at 

their studio to record two episodes of At Home with Jim 

and Joy. We will discuss devotion to Mary, especially in 

light of my book A Heart Like Mary’s. I fly out Sunday 

evening and will return Tuesday afternoon. There will be 

NO daily Mass in Rosiere on Monday. Tuesday’s Mass in 

Brussels will be the final evening daily Mass, as we 

transition to a morning Mass due to the dark evenings. 

 

Also, a few months ago, I shared that I was organizing a 

pilgrimage to the Holy Land in October 2019. Since it is 

only 11 months away, now is the time to consider 

whether or not you would like to visit the land where 

Christ walked. It will be a remarkable time of faith, 

prayer, and friendship as the Bible comes alive. I am 

giving parishioners the first opportunity to register, but 

soon I will announce on my social media platforms, 

expanding it to the greater Green Bay Diocese, and 

ultimately nationally. There are flyers in the entryway for 

you to take and review. If you have questions, don’t 

hesitate to ask.
