
Father Edward’s Notebook  

In just a few weeks, the season of Lent will 
commence on Ash Wednesday (March 6, 2019).  I 
don’t think it is too early as a Parish to begin thinking 
about the season and what the Parish will offer and 
of what we can take advantage.  In response to 
numerous requests for Bible Studies (expressed at 
the Annual Meeting), I am happy to share that this 
Lent our Parish will offer “No Greater Love: A Biblical 
Walk Through Christ’s Passion.”  It is a five-part 
video series led by Dr. Edward Sri, the author of the 
book we distributed at Christmas, filmed in the Holy 
Land allowing us to visually see the places where 
these events happened.  

During the season of Lent, we direct our 
focus to Christ’s passion, suffering, and death on the 
cross, leading us to Easter Sunday and the glory of 
the Resurrection.  We pray the Stations of the Cross, 
or the sorrowful mysteries of the rosary as a way to 
contemplate the passion. All of our devotional 
prayer receives its very foundation from the 
scriptures.  Dr. Sri’s bible study will help us unpack 
the deeper meaning of the biblical events related to 
Christ’s passion.  

Instead of offering a time at the Parish for the 
bible study, I would like to encourage the formation 
of small groups that wish to participate. In this way, 
your group sets a time and place convenient for 
you.  A small group could be your family members or 
friends. We could form a men’s group, a mom’s 
group, or a senior group, etc. The possibilities are 
endless. Groups can meet in people’s homes, or if 
they like, at the Church.  Our parish has access to 
DVDS, but also the possibility of streaming from the 
internet with our account. Here are the ways you 
can sign up for the Bible Study:

2. Call the Parish Office 
3. Use the online Google form linked on 

social media 
4. Sign up in the back of Church on the sign 

up sheet 
When you sign up you will indicate if you already are 
a part of a group or if you need assistance finding a 
group.  If there are several individuals, they can form 
their own group, or we can refer to an already 
existing group.  

I believe this is an exciting opportunity for 
those who wish to participate.  Dr. Sri is a 
phenomenal teacher and communicator of the faith, 
and you will walk away with a deeper knowledge of 
Christ’s saving work, and profound appreciation for 
Good Friday.
